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Overview of New Health Coverage for Virginia Adults

* The rules have changed. Virginians who may have
applied for Medicaid in the past and been denied may
now be eligible (as of January 1, 2019).

* More than 400,000 Virginia adults may be eligible to
enroll in quality, low- and no-cost health coverage.

* People working in retail, construction, childcare,
landscaping, food service or other jobs that do not offer
health insurance may be eligible for this low- and no-

cost health insurance in Virginia.

New eligibility rules provide quality, low- and no-cost health care
coverage for more than 400,000 men and women

» Adults ages 19 — 64, not Medicare eligible
» Income from 0% to 138% Federal Poverty Level

“Medically Complex” includes individuals with a complex behavioral or medical
condition and functional impairment, which may be established by:

If Applicant marks “Yes,” then the member will receive a
screening to validate.
